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North Olympic Peninsula Chapter Accomplishments
Advocacy:  In just over a year, the CCA-NOP Chapter has placed representatives on four different advisory groups to the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife:  three members on the Western Straits Advisory Group (a total of six CCA members on this 12 person group), one member on the Steelhead and Cutthroat Policy Advisory Group, one member on the Anadromous and Marine Resources Sport Fishing Advisory Group (North of Falcon Process), and one on the Law Enforcement Advisory Group.  Their presence on these boards gives a voice to recreational fishermen and marine conservation.

Nutrient Enhancement:  CCA-NOP members participated in Nutrient Enhancement efforts on the Dungeness Rivers.  Studies have shown that returning salmon carcasses to the river greatly increase the survivability of salmon fry in the river.  CCA Washington is a strong advocate for using salmon carcasses from the hatcheries as a natural source of nutrients for the rivers.  CCA-NOP actively supports this effort in conjunction with the Dungeness Hatchery.

Beach Clean Up:  CCA-NOP will be cleaning up Freshwater Bay from the boat launch to Colville Creek on Earth Day 2011 as part of the greater Klallam Challenge effort. CCA-NOP volunteers will help maintain the beach in a pristine condition by collecting manmade debris.  This beach has a county boat launch and park and is popular with beachcombers and bird watchers as well as fishermen. 
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Youth Education:  Outdoor Sportsmen have led conservation efforts in America for more than 100 years.  In order to ensure another generation of conservationists, CCA-NOP participates in local events such as Streamfest to introduce children to nature and the sport of fishing.  This will help ensure the next generation of stewards for our resources.

Will Our Kids Have a Chance to Fish?  In Washington State, 17 runs of wild salmon and steelhead, two types of rockfish, and Green Sturgeon are listed as either threatened or endangered species.  In many rivers, wild salmon and steelhead runs are already extinct.  Despite almost thirty years of restoration efforts and billions of dollars, the future of our wild fish remains precarious.
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A Different Approach.  Internationally famous custom fishing rod manufacturer Gary Loomis felt that a different approach was required to restore our wild fish.  He heard about the success an organization had restoring fisheries on the Gulf Coast: this organization was the Coastal Conservation Association.  CCA was different and successful because they focused on eliminating destructive harvest practices such as gillnetting.  Gary persuaded CCA to establish chapters in Washington and Oregon to help restore the wild salmon and Steelhead runs on the Northwest Rivers.
What is the CCA?  The Coastal Conservation Association is the nation’s largest marine conservation organization with around 100,000 members nationwide in 17 States.  CCA was formed in 1977 by recreational fisherman in response to the overharvest of Red Fish and Speckled Trout in the Gulf Coast region.  They succeeded in banning gillnets and bottom dragging, resulting in the restoration of the Red Fish and Speckled Trout and institution of a sustainable harvest.  
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[image: image4.jpg]Making a Difference in the Northwest. In little more than three years in existence, the 9000 plus members in the Pacific Northwest are making their presence felt.  CCA has been advocating the use of mark selective fisheries that target abundant hatchery fish, while sparing scarce wild fish.  They have succeeded in creating more recreational fishing opportunities while increasing the survival of our wild fish.   Recently, CCA and other sports fishing organizations succeeded in reducing the mainstream 2011 gillnetting season on the Columbia to nine hours.  Also, they successfully fought for a reallocation of the crab harvest to increase the sports fisherman’s share by 40%.  CCA pointed out that sportsman spend ten times more on crab licenses than their commercial counterparts.  They joined with other organizations and obtained funding to remove more than 3,500 derelict gillnets from the Puget Sound and Straits of Juan De Fuca.  These derelict nets were killing hundreds of marine mammals, thousands of birds and tens of thousands of fish.
